SUNSET RIDGE DANCE COMPANY CONTRACT
I am happy that your now involved with Falcons Dance Company for the upcoming school year. FDC members will represent an elite-performing group at Sunset Ridge Middle School. This organization involves some extra hours spent in rehearsing for various performances. Because of the nature of this organization, FDC members must be dedicated students who are responsible and highly self motivated.  I feel that you should be made aware of the conditions that must be met in order to maintain this position and to receive a high grade in class.  
Artistic Intent of SRDC
1. The purpose of this organization is to provide students the opportunity to refine skills in choreography and performance in dance.  Although dancers will be instructed in many dance techniques, the primary purpose is to increase choreographic and performance skills.  We will do some dance technique in class, however, you are expected to be working on technique outside of school
2. Dancers should also understand FDC is a contemporary/modern-based company.  Fostering an artistic and creative experience is the primary purpose of this organization, and all dance technique and choreography training is based on Utah State Dance Core Curriculum.  These standards include technique, elements of dance, creative/choreographic processes, and meaning.  
Dance Company Expectations
This is the highest level of dance that you can take at this school. There is only one Dance Company, therefore you are held to the highest expectations not only in my class, but ALL your classes as well. 
1. Many young dancers look you up to and you should be a positive role model for them to follow. 
2. You should not be tardy to any class and you should be extremely respectful to all of your teachers, administration, friends, and most importantly yourself.   You must maintain an S citizenship grade or better.  If a FDC member’s citizenship grade falls under an S due to excessive tardies, I will call a conference with the student, the other teacher, myself and an administrator.  Probation in these cases will be decided during this conference.  
3. You will be required to maintain C- or better in all your classes.  There will be end of term grade checks and if you do not meet requirements you will be put on probation for the following term. Probation means that the student needs to focus more on their academics and may not attend any field trips or other activities that FDC might be involved in.  Dancers can be removed from probation by:
a. Bringing a Green iflight slip 3 weeks in a row

b. At the end of the term with new grade printout
School Year Commitment:  
During the school year, FDC will be held 2nd hour. We will have a winter concert on December 10th.  There will be two mandatory dress rehearsals on December 9th (3:00-5:00) and 10th (3:00-5:00.)  Our spring concert will be on May 12th with two mandatory dress rehearsals on May 11th (3:00-5:00) and 13th from (3:00-5:00.)  Additional morning rehearsals will occur prior to our winter and spring concert.  Please plan on being here early every morning the week before and of the concerts.  If those early morning rehearsals are not needed then they will be canceled. PLEASE MARK THESE DATES IN YOUR CALENDAR, and schedule vacations and other absences around our performances and rehearsals.
Dance Attire  
· Black on Top (t-shirt or wide-strap tank top) and Solid Black on the Bottom/Please make sure attire is fitted and professional!  Absolutely no stomachs, chest, or backs showing!  If/when we order a practice top that will be worn on Thursdays.  
· Bare feet
· Hair should be pulled back out of your face

Roll Call/Dress Time
· You need to be in the dance studio 3 min after the tardy bell rings dressed and ready to work! You will have 5 min at the end of class to change, and will be excused to your next class when the bell dismisses you.
· When we have early morning rehearsals they will start at 6:30 am, you need to be in the dance studio dressed and ready to work! This does not mean walk in the door at 6:30 and unload bags, shoes, sweats, etc. This means we start rehearsal at 6:30 am SHARP!  I will excuse you 15 minutes before school starts to get dressed and prepare for your school day. 
Grading
Your grade will consist of:

· 50% of your grade will be based on participation. Participation in class is required and is the bulk of your grade! You will receive daily participation points based on the following criteria:

1. The students will receive 5 points for being dressed in the correct dance attire. It is all or nothing! You need to have the entire uniform to receive the points.

2. The student will receive 10 points if they are mentally and physically engaged in the activities

15 points daily

· 25% of your grade will be based on written assignments, notebook checks, group choreography projects, vocabulary terms, and quizzes on core standards.  
· 25% of your grade will be based on performance and written tests on core standards and technique.
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Attendance

· If one misses class, obtaining a make-up form and completing one of the options can make up the 15 daily points. In order to receive credit, your absence must be written on the correct form (no scrap pieces of paper), and completed.  If you complete option #1 or #2, your paper must be stapled to the back of the make up form.  If you complete option #3, your dance needs to be emailed to me, or show me on your device. 
· All absences must be made up and forms turned in 2 weeks from the day you returned from your absence.  After 2 weeks, the late work policy will be take effect.  You must use correct grammar, punctuation, and write in complete sentences or the make up will be returned for correction. 
· Excused school activities do not have to be made up.
· A student may be excused from participating because of an injury or illness if a note is provided from a parent, teacher, or school nurse.   If the students cannot participate for longer than three days, a note from a doctor is required.  
Lockers and locker room:

· Students are expected to keep their locker combination confidential.

· We are not responsible for lost or stolen items! Each student must shut their locker then spin the lock to properly secure the lock.
· Fines will be given for damage done to the locker, as well as any lost or stolen lock.  Writing on the lockers is not permitted. Students are expected to keep the locker room clean and neat. (No food or drink allowed in the locker room) 
· All jewelry needs to be put into either a Tupperware or Ziploc bag in your Dance locker during class time, to avoid it falling out or into another locker.

· Fines will be given for damage done to the locker.  Writing on the lockers is not permitted.  Please do not put stickers on the locker.

· Students are expected to keep the locker room clean and neat.

Rehearsal and Backstage Rules
· If a dancer misses 2 or more rehearsals from a particular piece, they will be removed from the piece permanently.
· Absolutely no cell phones allowed during any class or rehearsal time
· Be on time and dressed for dance
· No gum, food or drink (water bottles are good!) in the studio, they present a safety hazard
· NO socks or other footwear in the studio, also a safety hazard
· Respect self and other dancers
· Try everything and take risks
If I do . . .

· I will learn and enjoy class
· Everyone around me will learn and enjoy class
· I will gain dance and life related skills
· Parents will be notified of exceptional behavior
· Class can choose a dance activity
If I don’t . . .

· I will be frustrated and won’t enjoy class
· I will hinder the learning of those around me
· I will receive 3 verbal warnings
· I will lose a citizenship grade
· My parents will be notified of my inappropriate behavior
