Miss. Craven’s Dance 1&2 Disclosure Document

Course Description
Dance is a universal language, an expressive and vibrant art with the capacity to unify the physical, mental, social, emotional, aesthetic, and spiritual. This is a beginning/intermediate level dance course that will build dance knowledge and skills in technique, improvisation, choreography, artistic expression, performance, history, culture, life skills, and connections to other curricular areas. This is strictly a dance education course, not a dance studio class.

Roll Call:
· Roll will be taken 3 minutes after the tardy bell rings, students will enter class dressed for dance, grab their folder, sit in their squad and begin class starter
· If you miss roll call please see me before you leave to get dressed at the end of class so that I have a record you were in class that day.
· After I dismiss class you have 5 minutes to be dressed. If you leave before the bell rings, you will lose your points for the day.
Lockers and locker room:

· Students are expected to keep their locker combination confidential.

· We are not responsible for lost or stolen items! Each student must shut their locker then spin the lock to properly secure the lock.
· Fines will be given for damage done to the locker, as well as any lost or stolen lock.  Writing on the lockers is not permitted. Students are expected to keep the locker room clean and neat. (No food or drink allowed in the locker room).

Attendance

· If the student cannot participate for longer than three days, a note from a doctor is required!

Dress Rehearsal, Concert, and Make-up:

The other students in the class depend on you for spacing and timing, and performing is a vital part of your dance education.  However, in case of emergency or other unavoidable circumstances there is an opportunity to make up the points missed from not performing.  Please speak with Ms. Craven about your circumstance and to receive your make-up assignment.
